The same goes for the choice of architects (Solstis Architecture and Atelier 110) that Sara
Brami, the owner of the place, wanted to work with.

The Artemisia Montmartre Hotel is the former Royal Fromentin Hotel, which in the
1930s was the famous cabaret "Le Don Juan," and the Nazaraly family has kept its most
beautiful features that give it a unique spirit today.

The classicism of the bay windows overlooking the Sacré-Cœur, the 19th-century elevator, a
period jewel crafted from gilt brass, the stained glass windows, also historic, decorating
each floor of the stairwell, and the fabulous hexagonal dome above the bar all give the hotel
a rare charm.
